intro

With this kit, we offer the Fw 190 D-9 of late production, notably with the tail surfaces of the Ta 152. These tail surfaces are
documented photographically on two machines - Black ‘6', W.Nr.500 645 and Brown ‘4', W.Nr.500 647. From written descriptions
only, itis further assumed that W.Nr.500 648 could also have been equipped with these tail surfaces, which, as Yellow ‘6', served
with [11./KG(J)27.

These tail surfaces found their way to some Doras apparently through a lack of standard units. These were assembled by sub-
contractors, and delivered near final assembly. It is very likely that due to problems in logistics, there developed a shortage of
these components at the Mimetall factory (Mitteldeutsche Metallwerke GmbH) in Erfurt. So that production did not need to be
interrupted, tail units intended for the Ta 152 were mounted instead, the production of which was being prepared for at Erfurt.
From the numbers of aircraft that had this anomaly, it can be safely assumed that the substitution was a very short duration one,
probably only a one day affair.

In the reconstruction of color schemes, we consulted mainly the book ‘Fw 190D Camouflage and Markings by JaPo
Publishing, which is an exhaustive study of the subject as it pertains to the Dora. We also arrived at an interesting theory
regarding the painting of the bottom surfaces of the wing with the interior color RLM 66, or another base paint, inspired by the
magazine REVINo.80.

V této stavebnici vam pfinasime Focke-Wulfy Fw 190 D-9 z pozdéjsi faze vyroby, s ddrazem na Dory s ocasnimi plochamiz Ta
152.

Tyto ocasni plochy jsou fotograficky zdokumentovany u dvou stroja — ,&erna 6“ W.Nr. 500 645 a ,hnéda 4“ W.Nr. 500 647.
Usuzuje se, Ze je mohl mit také pouze z pisemnych zaznam( znamy stroj W.Nr. 500 648, ktery jako ,Zluta 6“ slouzil u lll./KG(J) 27.

Na Dorach D-9 se tyto ocasni plochy ocitly zfejmé kvuli nedostatku standardnich ocasnich ploch. Tato ¢ast byla vyrabéna
subdodavateli a dodavana ke kone¢né montazi. Je velmi pravdépodobné, Ze diky logistickym problémim vznikl nedostatek této
sestavy v tovarné Mimetall (Mitteldeutsche Metallwerke GmbH) v Erfurtu. Aby se nemusela vyroba preruSovat, namontovany
byly sestavy urCené pro Ta 152, jejichz vyroba se ve stejné tovarné v Erfurtu pfipravovala. Z po&tu znamych letounu, které tuto
»=anomalii“meély, Ize usuzovat, ze Slo o velmi kratky, zfejmeé jednodenni vypadek zasobovani.

V rekonstrukcich zbarveni vychazime zejména z publikaci Fw 190 D camouflage & markings vydavatelstvi JaPo Publishing,
které se zbarvovani Dor rozsahle a systematicky vénuiji. Pfihlédli jsme také k zajimavé teorii o zbarveni spodni plochy kfidla
interiérovou barvou RLM 66 €i jinou zakladovou barvou, jiz pfinesl ¢asopis REVI €. 80.

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A W.Nr. 500647, 7./JG 26, Hustedt Airfield, Germany, February - April, 1945

This aircraft was discovered by the allies at Hustedt near Celle, where it was abandoned by JG 26 on February 10/11, 1945. The aircraft carries typical camouflage, in which it came out of the third and final D-9
production run at Mimetall. The upper fuselage was sprayed brown, RLM 81 (with the exception of RLM 82 applied ahead of the tail unit), while the side and bottom surfaces were painted RLM 76. The wing was
sprayed by the sub-contractor in fields of RLM 81 and RLM 76. Sections of the wing bottom could have carried a spray of either RLM 81 or RLM 66.

Tento stroj spojeneckeé jednotky nalezly opustény v Hustedu pobliz Celle, kde jej JG 26 zanechala pfi Gstupu dne 10. a 11. inora 1945. Letoun nese typické zbarveni, v némz tovarna Mimetall produkovala treti a
zéarovern posledni vyrobni sérii Dor D-9. Horni plochy trupu byly prestfikany hnédou RLM 81 (s vyjimkou zelené RLM 82 pfed ocasnimi plochami), bo¢ni a spodni pak svétlou verzi RLM 76. KFidlo neslo shora
subdodavatelem nasttikané pole RLM 81 a RLM 76. Cast spodni plochy kfidla mohla nést bud nastrik RLM 81, nebo RLM 66.

B W.Nr. 500645, IlI./JG 2, Altenstadt, Germany, May, 1945

This aircraft was destroyed by fire at Altenstadt. The reconstruction of its appearance is based on a color photograph. From this source, it is evident that this machine went through an engine change. During this

change, the original factory paint of 83/76, as supplied by Junkers, was not resprayed with 81, as was generally the case during assembly at Mimetall. The yellow-white-yellow bands on the fuselage were JG 2
identifiers, and the vertical stripe that of its IIl. Gruppe.

P¥i této
vymeéné jiz pavodni tovarni zbarveni krytd motoru barvami 83/76, v némz jej dodavala tovarna Junkers, nebylo prestfikano hnédou barvou 81, jak Cinili pfi montazi v Mimetallu. Zluto-bilo-Zluty pruh na zadi stroje
znaci pfislusnostk JG 2, svisly Eerny prouzek pak jeji Ill. Gruppe.

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C W.Nr. 500648, 9./KG(J)27, Austria, April 1st, 1945

Yellow ‘6' of 9. Staffel KG(J) 27 is currently based on written records, and photographs, if any exist at all, are hidden away in private photo albums or deep in institutional archives. Based on the serial number, it is
assumed that the aircraft could also have been built with the Ta 152 tail. According to documentation, the plane was lost in combat on April 1st, 1945. The reconstruction of the camouflage scheme is based on the
characteristic scheme out of Mimetall and in the markings of lIl.Gruppe KG(J) 27. The green-white checkerboard was not carried by all aircraft of KG(J) 27, but has been documented on Fw 190A-9s of this Geschwader.
KG(J) 27 was formed on November 24th, 1944 out of KG 27 Boelcke, a bomber unit. At the time, the Luftwaffe leadership, under the influence of the deteriorating war situation, decided on the conversion of bomber units
to fighter ones. KG(J) 27 was stationed at airfields in southern Germany and in Austria, with IIl.Gruppe in Wels, Austria. After heavy losses in combat at the beginning of April, 1945, the unit was officially disbanded on
April 9th.

Zluta 6* z 9. Staffel KG(J) 27 je v sougasné dobé dolozena pouze pisemnymi zaznamy, fotografie, jsou-li n&jaké, zatim zlstavaji ukryty v rodinnych fotoalbech &i hluboko v institucionalnich archivech. Pouze na
zakladé vyrobniho ¢isla se usuzuje, Ze letoun mohl mit ocasni plochy ala Ta 152. Z dokumentl vyplyva, Ze tento letoun byl ztracen v boji dne 1. dubna 1945.
Rekonstrukce zbarveni stroje vychazi z principu, jez jsou charakteristické pro vyrobu u spole¢nosti Mimetall a pro oznacovani strojt I1l. Gruppe KG(J) 27. Zeleno-bilou $achovnici nenesly véechny stroje KG(J) 27, je
vSak fotograficky dolozena u Fw 190 A-9 ze stavu této Geschwader.
KG(J) 27 vznikla dne 24. listopadu 1944 z bombardovaci eskadry KG 27 Boelcke. Tehdy se veleni Luftwaffe pod vlivem nepfiznivého vyvoje valeénych udalosti definitivné rozhodlo k preméné bombardovacich ttvart
nastihaci. KG(J) 27 byla umisténa na letistich v jiznim Némecku a v Rakousku, IIl. Gruppe konkrétné v rakouském Welsu. Po tézkych ztratach v bojich na poc¢atku dubna 1945 byla oficialné 9. dubna rozpusténa.

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D W.Nr. 500666, 11./JG 301, Erfurt — Nord Airfield, Germany, May, 1945

This aircraft was found at the end of the war at Erfurt. Apparently, it got to this airfield by way of an emergency landing, Il. Gruppe JG 301 was based over the last few months of the war at Stendal (from February
19th, 1945) and Neustadt - Gleve (from April 10th, 1945). The yellow number puts it with 9. Staffel. The yellow and red fuselage band signifies JG 301. This aircraft also comes from the third production block from
Mimetall, and carries typical colors.

Tento letoun byl na konci valky nalezen na letiti v Erfurtu. Na toto letisté se zfejmé dostal pfi nouzovém pfistanti, Il. Gruppe JG 301 sidlila v poslednich mésicich valky na letistich Stendal (od 19. inora 1945) a
Neustadt — Gleve (od 10. dubna 1945). Zluté Cislo ukazuje, Ze stroj patfil do 9. Staffel. Zluto-erveny pruh na zadi letounu oznacoval stroje JG 301. Také tento stroj patfi do tretiho vyrobniho bloku tovarny
Mimetall a nese typické zbarveni.

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E W.Nr. 213097, 10. or 13./JG 51, Flensburg Airfield, Germany, May, 1945

Atthe end of the war, German military elements attempted to surrender to the British or American forces, which was naturally preferred to capture by the Red Army. With this in mind, there was a lot of movement
of air units, including the relocation of IV. Gruppe JG 51 from Redlin to Flensburg over the 3rd or 4th of May, 1945. Part of the move included White “11".
Dora White “11' was builtin March, 1945, as part of the final production block of the D-9, that was built by Focke-Wulf, apparently in Cottbus. The aircraft carries typical camouflage consisting of greens RLM 83 and
82 onthe fuselage. The white wave at the rear places this aircraft with IV. Gruppe. Note the replacement hood over the fuselage guns, which was unpainted and left in natural metal.

V samém zaveéru valky se prislusnici némeckych ozbrojenych sil snazili dostat do amerického ¢i britského zajeti, které z pochopitelnych diivodu preferovali pfed zajetim ze strany Rudé armady. V ramci této
snahy probéhla fada presunt leteckych jednotek, mezi nimi také prelet IV. Gruppe JG 51 z Redlinu do Flensburgu ve dnech 3. ¢i 4. kvétna 1945. Pfesunu se zu¢astnila také ,bila 11
Dora ,bila 11" byla vyrobena v bfeznu 1945 jako soucast posledniho vyrobniho bloku Dor D-9, které montovala tovarna Focke-Wulf, zfejmé v Cottbusu. Letoun nese typické zbarveni zelenymi barvami RLM 83 a
82 natrupu. Bila vinovka na zadi identifikuje letoun jako vyzbroj V. Gruppe. Zajimavy je nahradni kryt trupovych zbrani, ktery zistal bez natéru v barvé kovu.
